GOD'S RIGHTEOUS JUDGMENT

Dearly Beloved in the Lord,

This newsletter will more than likely take on a little different scope than some of the
newsletters in the past. It seems like there are more and more believers that are
falling into error which could lead to some disastrous repercussions!

My heart grieves when | see believers just going about their “merry way,” thinking that
they can disobey God's Word and God will “understand,” or something like using one
of the devil's favorite scripture reference: “Judge not lest ye be judged.”

The Word is very specific on the fact that when we see a brother/sister in danger
either willingly or ignorantly, that we are supposed to go to them and in the spirit of
Love correct and help them back on the right path.

Having said that, if you or someone you know is operating in what | sometimes refer to
as “greasy-grace,” my prayer is that they will see the error of their ways, and get back
on the right path in Jesus Name!

Romans 2:5, “But after thy hardness and impenitent heart treasurest up unto thyself
wrath against the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God;”

Hopefully we all know that GOD IS A GOOD GOD! According to James 1:17, “Every
good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of
lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.” Notice, that GOD
DOES NOT CHANGE! Jesus said in John 10:10, that the thief comes to destroy, but that
He was different. He came to give us abundant life. However, just because God is
good does not mean that He does not judge. And we need to understand this, that
righteousness is good.



A person who is traveling 45 miles per hour or less in a 45 miles per hour speed zone
does not fear the sight of a law enforcement person. The only person who does NOT
want righteous judgment is the person exceeding the limits of the law. Obedience
brings order, but disobedience brings chaos.

If a murderer is brought to trial and if the evidence proves that he is guilty, the
evidence convicts him of the crime. The jury determines if the evidence is correct and
because of the evidence, the jury confirms guilt or innocence to the judge. The judge,
seeing that the evidence has confirmed the crime, then pronounces judgment on the
criminal. The judge is NOT the accuser, nor is the judge the executioner. The judge is
the righteous man who confirms the evil deed and pronounces the sentence per
predetermined rules.

| have been in “ordained” ministry now for over 50 years, and | believe with all my
heart that GOD IS A GOOD GOD! But, | also believe that it is foolishness to not accept
the truth that God is the righteous judge. All through God's Word we are told that God
rewards good deeds with His blessings and evil deeds will bring a curse or absence of
His blessings.

When a person sins or does anything that is contrary to God's Word, the door for the
WAGES of sin is opened. God told Cain that if he did well, that he would be accepted
and that if he did not do well, sin was waiting at the door and it desired him (Genesis
4:7). However, God said that Cain could and should rule over the sin.

God has placed before us LIFE and DEATH, BLESINGS and CURSINGS. We have a choice
to make, and we will be judged by our choices. The devil will not judge you. Your
friends and relatives will not judge you. According to Jesus, out of the abundance of
your heart, your mouth will speak (Matthew 12:34), and by the words from your heart
you will be justified or condemned (v. 37). Remember your actions will always follow
words that are spoken from your heart.

God has not changed. The things that pleased Him 5,000 years ago pleases Him today.
And the things that made Him angry 5,000 years ago still make Him angry today. What
some could have called natural disasters in Old Testament times (floods, storms,
earthquakes, etc.) sometimes were a result of the judgment of SIN!

BUT | HAVE GOOD NEWS! We are under a NEW COVENANT. Because Jesus paid the
price in full for our sin, we are judged righteous by God. As Christians, we can live free
from sin knowing that our eternal existence is sealed because of the sacrifice of Jesus.



God is not looking over our shoulder trying to find sin in order to keep us from His
blessings. To the contrary, He is looking for ways to bless us. Of course, God's values
have not changed. He does not become politically correct with any man-made societal
pressures. But when He judges us, we are judged righteous because Jesus made the
once-and-for-all perfect sacrifice on the altar.

God is a righteous judge, let me share some Scriptures that | believe will help you:
Romans 6:14, 1 John 1:9, 1 Corinthians 9:27, James 4:7, James 1:22, Matthew 6:33.

When Jesus returns, He won't be asking for your church bulletin to see what programs
you have. He will be looking for faith! Will He find it ARE YOU READY?

Throw out the nets, bring in the lost, proclaim the gospel, heal the sick, cast out
demons! JESUS IS ALIVE AND HE IS COMING BACK.....ARE YOU READY TO MEET HIM?
