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GOD CAN’T DO EVERYTHING

Do I have your attention? I imagine your first response was, “Of course He can...He’s
God!” 1 really never gave it much thought, until I began to observe circumstances, and
situations and the way that people react to them and “handle” them.

So then If God can do “everything”, why isn’t He doing “everything?” For instance, why
isn’t everyone getting saved? Why is there so much evil in the world? Why is there so
much trouble in the world? If God can do “everything” then how come He isn’t fixing
“stuff?”

The TRUTH of the matter is very simple, GOD CANNOT DO EVERYTHING! Look at
a couple of Scriptures: Titus 1:2 (KJV)

2 In hope of eternal life, which God, that cannot lie, promised before the world began;
and then in: Hebrews 6:18 (KJV)

18 That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might
have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set be-
fore us:

Notice that the Word of God specifically states that God limits Himself in His actions.
These two Scriptures are what I believe to be the MOST IMPORTANT SCRIPTURES in
the Word. Because, if God could lie, how can we be sure of our salvation? How can we
be sure of anything that God says if He could lie. BUT IT IS IMPOSSIBLE FOR GOD
TO LIE!

Everything in the Word of God is based on belief—belief in God and belief that He has
not lied and will not lie. God EXPECTS us to believe Him. He expects us to place our
entire existence, everything we are and everything we have on the line. He wants us to
have total faith in Him. God not only EXPECTS it, He REQUIRES it!

All through history God moves by belief. He has always responded to faith. When man
believes that God will do His Word in their life, God moves to perform it.
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Someone said, “God does the same thing for everyone, God will not perform His Word
for some people and not for others.

Now that may sound right, but the statement itself is wrong. God promises salvation,
healing and prosperity in His Word, but it is only for those who believe. It is only for
those who have faith in His Word and those who believe that He did not lie and they act
on that belief.

This of course is RESURRECTION SUNDAY month, bringing to remembrance that
Jesus died for the sins of the world, but ONLY those who believe in Him will reap the
benefits of His death and resurrection (John 3:16). God only responds to faith. Doubt,
unbelief and emotion do not move Him. That is why the enemy continually tries to put
doubt in the minds of mankind. Where there is doubt, there is no faith. And, according
to Hebrews 11:6 (KJV)

6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must be-
lieve that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

So the God of the Bible says in order to be pleasing to Him, we need to do what His Word
says in, 2 Corinthians 5:7 (KJV)
7 (For we walk by faith, not by sight:)

If you have not received Jesus as your Lord and Savior, or you may have gotten away
from Him....PLEASE, PLEASE pray this out loud: Heavenly Father, I come to you in
the Name of Jesus, I turn away from sin and everything that is not pleasing to you. I be-
lieve that Jesus died for me, I believe that Jesus paid the total price for me, I believe that
He rose from the dead for me. I receive Jesus as my Lord and Savior. Thank you Fa-
ther for saving me I will serve you for all of my days, and I expect the Holy Spirit to
lead me and guide me. Praise the Lord I AM SAVED!

F.A.Q.ABOUT MONEY

Why isn’t more emphasis on tithing in the New Testament?
I believe that Jesus accepted tithing as the established way of giving (Luke 18:10-14;
Hebrews 7:8) hence believers act like believers.

Who do I pay my tithes to? Malachi tell us to bring our tithes into the storehouse
(Malachi 3:10) We are told to BRING our tithes...that per-supposes you go to where you
are being fed (storehouse).The reason for that is found in Numbers 18:20-21, where the
tithe is for the upkeep of the Temple and taking care of the priests.

If I don’t go to church Sunday do I owe “back-tithes?”

Let me answer with a question, If you go on vacation do you still owe your house
payment? Just because you are not present, the “upkeep” is still going on. Therefore, if
your “tithe” is $100 per week and you miss church then the next tithe should be $200.0

I didn’t know about tithes and offerings, do I owe “back tithes?”
Just like anything, when knowledge comes to you, REPENT and begin to obey the
Scriptures from that time on.

What are firstfruits?

See if I can give you an example. Say that you have a job which pays $100 per week.
The tithe on that is $10 per week. But, you get a raise to $110 per week, you would give
a one-time “first-fruit” offering of $10 and your tithe would be $11. If you came into a
one-time sum, you would just owe the tithe. For instance you inherit $1000 you would
owe tithe of $100.

What about my offerings?

According to the word that is ‘over and above’ your tithe (which comes first). As the
Lord leads, you can give to whatever the Lord is leading you to give and whatever
amount He is leading you. That is your personal decision.

I hope that you kept the Scripture references about MONEY from last month’s
newsletter. I am not attempting to convince you of anything, I am only showing you
what the Word of God is saying. Obedience in your finances will set open the windows
of heaven blessings that will overtake you. Every man according as he purposeth in his
heart, so let him give, not grudgingly, or of necessity for God loveth a cheerful giver (2
Cor. 9:6-7) Remember, you only GIVE after you TITHE! You do NOT GIVE your tithe,
you PAY your tithe and you GIVE offerings after you TITHE!
